Originally, I was told that the system would be 

functional by the end of September.  I recently 

received word that all work may be completed as 

early as mid-August. 
 

Our hope, of course, is to see as much of the work 

done as soon as possible prior to the start of the new 

school year.  This is a major expense for which we 

found it necessary to take out a low interest $200,000 

loan from the Sisters of Notre Dame.    The next five 

years we will focus our efforts to repay this debt 

while maintaining a high quality affordable education 

for our children.
